Nomination for O.J. McGhee for UMA Manager of the Year 2006

Since 1999, Public Health Grand Rounds has reached beyond the UNC campus, across the U.S., and around the world to raise awareness of the most pressing issues in population health.  The technology that has helped us do this is satellite broadcasting and webcasting.  The man behind the technology is O.J. McGhee, Manager of Instructional Media Services at the School of Public Health.  

O.J. McGhee is among the rare breed of individuals who combine technical expertise with exceptional leadership ability.   While his breadth of knowledge in communications technology is amazing, it is his leadership that has made him an invaluable part of a team that spans from the School of Public Health, to the School of Medicine, to the School of Journalism, to the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) in Atlanta, GA.  O.J. leads part of this team and works side by side with the rest.  He is responsible for the live webcast and the archived versions of 25 previously broadcast programs.  These programs can be viewed at www.PublicHealthGrandRounds.unc.edu.  

In 2004, Public Health Grand Rounds required a live satellite uplink from the School of Journalism to provide a means for Bill Roper, Dean of the School of Medicine, and CEO of UNC Health Care, to lead the hour-long program from the UNC campus while the other panelists continued to participate from the CDC studio in Atlanta.  It was a success and with O.J. McGhee’s help, the series began a new era with each program featuring a simultaneous uplink from UNC in Chapel Hill and CDC in Atlanta.  Directing a live television program requires discipline, the ability to work under pressure, and excellent managerial skills.  O.J. serves as the technical director, hires the broadcast crew, purchases the satellite services, and coordinates the entire production with the CDC.  He does all of this while juggling his other job responsibilities.  Public Health Grand Rounds represents only a small portion of his work.

He ensures a quality performance from all team members, partners, and vendors by building strong relationships.  At the end of the day, it is not about technology, it’s about people.  O.J. builds bridges between departments, between schools, between academia and government, and across miles.  Because of these bridges, our programs are better, our messages are stronger and the synergy from these partners continues long after the cameras are gone.      

Our most recent program “Learning from Katrina:  Tough Lessons in Preparedness and Emergency Response” was the 25th in our series and is a tribute to O.J. McGhee’s dedication to excellence.  I will end this nomination with a sample of the evaluation comments we received after this program.   Without O.J., it would not have been possible.
